Many children are unable to attend school. Chances for education, employment, and community involvement disappear. Our Product



Our wheelchair incorporates many “one of a kind features” that are normally reserved for the higher end chair with little to no extra cost added to the overall cost.  We also wanted to make sure that every detail of your wheelchair could withstand ever-changing environments of third world countries.


We were able to incorporate elven key feature aspects into the design of this new revolutionary wheelchair.  

Front Casters: 
We use high clearance 6”x 2” front casters to ease curb and ditch climbing ability as well as provide unlimited directional movement. 

Wheels, Tires and Push Rims: 
We also utilize 25” mountain bike wheels with off tires to help absorb shock from uneven surfaces and help in enhancing traction and provide better stability. Then we incorporate a non-welded ¾” push rim design to work with the rear wheels allowing the end-user the ability to either use the tire or the push rim depending on the existing road and weather condition one might encounter in a undeveloped nation. 

Adjustable Footrest, Neck & Head Support: 
Wheelchair Designs also wants to ensure that our chair is capable of growing with its end-user by adding two special features to our wheelchair. The first is to provide the an adjustable foot rest system that works for the young, short, tall and old.  The footrest can be adjusted based on the height of the end-user, allowing up to and additional 5+ inches of leg and rear ankle support.  The second of these extremely functional items is the addition of a rear removable head & neck support system. This system cab be completely removed  if the end-user is able to support his or her neck and/or head.  However if the end user is unable to use their own muscle then they can use the provided support system that will compensate for this muscle deficiency and insuring the end-users head and neck are comfortably supported. 

Push – Pull Rear Bars: 
Wheelchair Designs also incorporated a “push-pull” rear hand rail system witch allows the helper to either pull or push on a bar that spans the rear of the chair, thus allowing the helper extra grip during high grade climbs as well as steep descents. (Consider Revising)

New Age Design and a Comfortable Seat 
Wheelchair Designs also incorporates many unique designs features into this wheelchair. We added interesting curves, outstanding axle & frame support and finished off with an extremely durable colored surface. We were also able to incorporate a three inch, “off the shelf”, foam padded chair to provide the end user with the comfortability not commonly found in any other third world wheelchair.     (Are there any other third world wheelchairs?)

Rear Cargo area and Wheelie Bar
The final two items that we incorporated in this one of kind wheelchair are a rear cargo area, and a tip bar. The cargo area allows the end-user to store and fasten down items such as books, small boxes , or medicines, without the burden of carrying these items on the lap.  The tip bar incorporated into the chair is purely for safety of the end-user.  We installed the tip bar to ensure that the chair would not flip over backwards, thus providing the end user with a bit of confidence that they will remain upright during their time in the wheelchair.

We were extremely concerned that many existing chairs can cast $400-500.00 in developed nations, which results in double the monthly household income in our target market.   This wheelchair is being introduced to the world currently costs $180 -$200 (Retail) and can be mass produced for just over a $100 per chair. 

Since Wheelchair Designs uses over 90% high strength 1” PVC  for its construction, there are no special skills required, and the entire chair can be constructed within several hours.  The utilization of 1” PVC provides not only a quick manufacturing time but also provides the strength and rigidity required in a wheelchair.  Since 1” PVC is commonly available it able to be repaired, if needed, by any local craftsman.     

The overall concept of PVC wheelchairs has been around for several years now proving that it is more than cable of withstanding the test of time. PVC is used in the construction of many different wheeled chairs such as beach chairs, MRI chairs, and rehabilitation chairs) to name just a few.
